Discussions:
1. It was discussed that it becomes even more important to allow for role-based metadata in RETS 1 in order to deal with cases where users with different roles will have possibly different rules.
a. A possible solution to this is to have the server send a HASH.

b. An alternative solution is to simply state that the server can send back multiple versions of metadata and expect the client to cache all different versions. This would be at the System level of course.

2. We are wondering if we will be able to do change proposals in RETS 1 or not. This is hopefully going to come back from the governance committee.

3. Steve presented idea about having some kind of a client side business rule evaluator - Some how make it open source.  T4Bi/MRIS will look at providing the Java version, Marketlinx will look at providing the .Net version. We will build a test suite set of rules that can be run through the rule engine to validate both types to be sure that they come up with the same answer. The test suite would be added to over time as problems/questions are posted by the community.
4. We noted that in the login response, the user-info-key items need to be mandatory and they have to be expanded. It might also be really nice if the server is allowed to send back it's own tokens that are then allowed to be used within the business rule engine. This would allow very easy use of tokens specific to a server in the rule language.

5. Libor also noted that there is no open/close tag with the Capability URL List so when we add the tokens to the Login Response, we need to make sure we have an open/close tag appropriately. Libor will provide proposal for that change.
