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The group had already reviewed the documents and went over them together as a group. The question and answer discussion session that followed is enumerated here.

Questions posed by Grant (for the most part), answers provided by Sergio (for the most part)

Q:  Why do we have both PropertyMediaCaption and PropertyMediaDescription?

A:  The Standard Name should be caption, the System Name can be retrieved from the metadata. There may be multiple Media Resources. 

Table 5.1 is just recommendation. The bolded items are the required fields.

Q:  What is Default?

A:  We needed a way to get the main or primary photo for a listing. Sergio clarified the meaning of Default in the document during the discussion.

Q:  In section 3.1.1. Is RETSNAME:RETSNAME correct?

A:  Yes, it is correct. In this case, the Resource Name and Class name are the same.

Q:  How do you null out a field?

A:  Our interpretation is to send the field with no value. This nulls it out. 

ToDo: Clarify this in both the Update and PostObject documents.

Q:  In 5.12 statements should be removed regarding name collision with the standard HTTP headers due to the new formatting of HTTP Header Response.

A;  Removed during discussion.

Q:  Update actions and Object Id, can you clarify what happens if one in the middle gets deleted?

A:  Verbiage added to indicate Object Ids will remain sequential, and there should not be any gaps. 

Q:  What is the benefit of Order Hint?

A:  This allows sorting on the client side without introducing gaps in the Object Id sequence.  New clients would use the UID rather than the Object Id. Server has to update Object Id to reflect reordering of the Order Hints. The Order Hints do not have to be sequential, however order is indicated through sorting the values.

This is all to avoid modifying original spec to remove Object Id sequence requirements. Verbiage was added to the document to indicate that Order Hint is used by the client, server will not modify it.

Q:  What happens if the client sends a media item that is too large?

Q:  Can the maximum allowed object size be specified by the server and passed to the client?

A:  Max File Size was added to the metadata in the documents. This is to indicate from the server to the client how large they allow the media to be. It is a numeric type. 

Discussion arose regarding whether this size can actually be enforced, and what will happen if the client sends a super large image. Is there a way to halt the transmission? 

Q:  What should be sent to the client in the case of this particular error?

A:  An error code 20409 was added to the document to indicate the violation of the maximum file size.

Some discussion ensued regarding which version of HTTP is used, and Sergio located the versio as RFC 2616 in the documentation.
